KAREN VC bridge trial update

Expand your video conferencing 
reach through the KAREN Video 
Conferencing Bridge Service. The 
bridge is like a virtual meeting place 
that can bring up to 12 parties together 
to participate a video conference. The 
bridge mediates the meeting allowing 
multiple parties to participate using 
a variety of communications tools 
including high definition room-based 
endpoints, desktop applications, ISDN 
based systems and even the humble 
telephone.

We’ve had such great take-up of the 
service, that we’ve extended the trial 
to late July 2009. We are currently 
considering options for an expanded 
permanent KAREN Video Conferencing 
Bridge Service and will let you know 
the outcome of this in the near future.
